The sample itinerary described below is approximately like the itinerary your group will be following during your stay with
WHITE STAR TOURS.

-1939 along with the Sweeney Punch Bowl — the largest piece of cut lead crystal ever made. In the
afternoon, visit the Winter Fantasy Displays featuring a laser light show, model train exhibit, gingerbread
houses and a miniature holiday village. After your visit, enjoy an evening of food, fun and holiday
entertainment with a Christmas Dinner Show, then meet your guide for a tour through Oglebay Park’s
Festival of Lights with over half a million lights, covering more than 300 acres of Christmas themes,
lighted trees, flooded landscapes and light enhanced historical Oglebay buildings.

Day 3 Enjoy breakfast, depart for the Kruger Street Toy & Train Museum. Located in a restored Victorian
schoolhouse, the fascinating and fun collection is dedicated to the history of toys, miniature trains and the
child in all of us. After your visit, head for head for Cambridge, OH where you can have lunch on your own in
the downtown area upon arrival. Later, meet a costumed guide for Downtown Driving Dickens Christmas
Tour. You will hear the story of the Dickens Christmas Victorian Village as you drive past the 186
mannequins. You will also visit the National Museum of Cambridge Glass where costumed guides tell about
“Christmas at the Cambridge Glasshouse”, view a film, try paper etching and see how the famous Cambridge
Arms can be used as a Christmas centerpiece. Dinner has been arranged for the group in the area, then
continue to the Courthouse to watch the spectacular Courthouse Holiday Light Show. The courthouse comes
alive with thousands of pulsating lights and holiday music. Following the program, return to Wheeling for the
evening.

Day 4 After breakfast this morning, check out and depart for home with fond memories of Wheeling’s
Festival of Lights & Dickens Village Christmas.
